ENGLISH PREPOSITIONS

KARTA PRACY/WORKSHEET

(1) Stare at - to look for a long time with the eyes wide open, especially when surprised, frightened or thinking:                
                         Don't stare at people like that, it's rude.
(2) Suffer from - to experience physical or mental pain.
(3) Superior to - better than average or better than other people or things of the same type.

(4) (un)sympathetic to/towards - describes someone who shows, especially by what they say, that they understand and care about someone's suffering.
(5) Sympathise with - to understand and care about someone's problems: I know what it's like to have migraines, so I do sympathize with you.
(6) Thankful for - pleased or grateful for something.
(7) Throw at - Some kids were throwing stones at the windows.
(8) Throw to -  Each child throws a ball to their partner.
(9) Tread on - to put your foot on something or to press something down with your foot: I kept treading on his toes when we were dancing.
(10) Trip over - to lose your balance after knocking your foot against something when you are walking or running, or to cause someone to do this: That cable is dangerous. Someone might trip over it.
(11) Unaware of - I was quite unaware of the problem.
(12) Uneasy about - If you are uneasy, you are slightly anxious or uncomfortable about a particular situation: I feel a bit uneasy about asking her to do me such a big favour
(13) Upset about/over - Don't get upset about the dress - there's only a little stain on it.
(14) Valid for- My passport is valid for another two years.

(15) Valid in – Your driving license is not valid in Great Britain.

(16) Waste on - an unnecessary or wrong use of money, substances, time, energy, abilities, etc: Don't waste your money on me, love, keep it for yourself.

(17) Write to - She hasn't  written to me recently.
(18) At all costs - If something must be done or avoided at all costs, it must be done or avoided whatever happens: Security during the president's visit must be maintained at all costs.
(19) At dawn - the period in the day when light from the sun begins to appear in the sky: We woke at dawn.
(20) At first sight - when you first look at someone or something: It was love at first sight, and they got married two weeks later.
(21) At last - finally: I've finished my essay at last!
(22) At least - as much as, or more than, a number or amount: It will cost at least $100.
(23) By accident - by chance, without being planned or intended: Quite by accident, she came up with a brilliantly simple solution.
(24) By heart - learnt in such a way that you can say it from memory: My father can still recite the poems he learned off by heart at school.
(25) On request - used for saying that something will be done if someone asks for it: Evening meals are available on request.
(26) By sight- "Do you know David Wilson?" "I haven't met him, but I know him by sight (= I recognize him, but do not know him)."
(27) For certain - to know or state something without doubt: I don't know for certain if she's coming.
(28) For instance- for example: In the electronics industry, for instance, 5000 jobs are being lost.
(29) For a while- I haven't seen him for a while (= for a long time).
(30) In brief - using as few words as possible, and without many details: The plan is to change the radio station’s style: in brief, less talk and more music.
(31) In debt - They are in debt to (= owe money to) the bank.

(32) In flames- When the fire engine arrived the house was already in flames (= burning).
(33) In the mood - to feel like doing or having something: I'm not really in the mood for shopping. 
(34) In particular- especially: Are you looking for anything in particular?
(35) In principle - If you agree with or believe something in principle, you agree with the idea in general, although you might not support it in reality or in every situation: In principle I agree with the idea, but in practice it's not always possible.
(36) On average - the result obtained by adding two or more amounts together and dividing the total by the number of amounts: My income's rather variable, but I earn Ł73 a day on average.
(37) On behalf of - behalf representing; instead of: On behalf of the entire company, I would like to thank you for all your work.

(38) On duty - working at that moment: The nurse on duty called for a doctor.
(39) On second thoughts - used when you want to change something you have just said, often to say the opposite: We don’t need an umbrella. On second thoughts, maybe we do.
(40) On the whole - generally: We have our bad times but on the whole we're fairly happy.
(41) Out of breath - He burst into the room, red-faced and out of breath (= unable to breathe comfortably because of tiredness or excitement).
(42) Out of date - old and no longer suitable for modern processes, purposes, or methods: out-of-date technology
· no longer legal or safe because an officially stated date has passed: Out-of-date flour was sold to refugees.
·  containing information that is no longer correct because it is old and things have changed: an out-of-date atlas
(43) Out of question - used for saying that something is definitely not a possibility: Taking a holiday then is out of the question, you’ll have to arrange it for some other time.
(44) Out of sight - I dare not let the children out of my sight (= go where I cannot see them) in this park.
(45) Out of work - not to have a job: My father was out of work at the time, so we struggled, obviously.
(46) Off duty - not working at that moment: I was off duty when they called me in.
(47) Off the record - If someone says something off the record, they do not want it to be publicly reported: She made it clear that her comments were strictly off the record. 
(48) Under age - legally too young to do something.

(49) Under repair - being repaired: This section of motorway will be under repair until January.
(50) Under the weather- to be or feel ill: I'm feeling a bit under the weather - I think I've caught a cold
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
